               TERMS      AND

1.(i)  All and any business undertaken, including any advice information or service               provided whether gratuitously or not by City Despatch Limited (hereafter called "the Company") is  transacted subject  to these  Conditions and each Condition shall be deemed to be incorporated into and to be a terms of any agreement between the Company and its customers.  The Company is not a common carrier and only deals with goods or carries passengers subject to these Conditions, which shall take precedence over any terms and conditions contained in any document of the Customer.  No alteration or variation of these Conditions shall be binding on the company unless it shall be in writing signed by a Director of the Company.

(ii)  If any legislation is compulsorily applicable to any business undertaken, these Conditions shall as regards such business be read as subject to such legislation and nothing in these Conditions shall be construed as a surrender by the Company of any of its rights or  immunities or an increase of any of its responsibilities or liabilities under such legislation and if any part of these Conditions be repugnant to such legislation to any extent such part shall as regards such business be void to that extent but no further.

2.   Customers entering into transactions of any kind with the Company expressly warrant that they are either the owners of or the authorised agents of the owners of any goods to which the transaction relates and further warrant that they are authorised to accept and are accepting these  Conditions not only  for themselves but also as agents for and on behalf of all other  persons who are  or may thereafter become interested in the goods.

3.  Any instructions or business accepted by the Company may in the absolute discretion of the Company be fulfilled by the Company itself by its own servants performing part or all of the relevant services or by the Company employing or instructing or entrusting the goods or passengers to others on such conditions as such others may stipulate to perform part or all of the services.

4.  Subject to express instructions in writing given by the Customer, the Company reserves to itself absolute discretion as to the means, route and procedure to be followed in the handling, storage, and transportation of goods or passengers.  Further, if in the opinion of the Company it is at any stage necessary or desirable in the Customer's interests to depart from those instructions, the Company shall be at liberty to do so.

5.  Except where the Company is instructed in writing to pack the goods the Customer warrants that all goods have been properly and sufficiently packed and/or prepared.

6  When goods or passengers are accepted or dealt with or carried upon instructions to collect freight, duties, charges or other expenses from the consignee or any other person the Customer shall remain responsible for the same if they are not paid by such consignee or other person immediately when due.

7.  Without prejudice to Condition 2 the Company shall have the right to enforce any liability of the Customer to the Company or to recover any sums due from the customer to the Company under these conditions or under any agreement relating to the carriage of goods by the  Company not only against or from the Customer but also against or from the sender and/or consignee and/or owner of the goods.

8.  Any right of set-off of the Customer or the sender, consignee or owner of the goods against any claim by the Company for carriage charges (Whether for goods or passengers) is hereby expressly excluded.

9.  Each consignment of goods (and documents relating to such goods) shall be subject to a particular and general lien for Moines due either in respect of such goods, or for any Moines due to the Company from the person who is the customer in respect of such goods, or the sender, consignee or owner of such goods.  If the Moines in respect of which the lien is exercised are not paid within one month after notice of the exercise of such lien has been given to the person from whom the Moines are due, the goods may be sold by auction or otherwise at the sole discretion of the Company and at the expense of such person or persons and the net proceeds applied in or towards satisfaction of such indebtedness.

10.  Except under special arrangements previously made in writing the Company will not accept or deal with any noxious, dangerous, hazardous or inflammable or explosive goods or any goods likely to cause damage.  Should any customer nevertheless deliver any such goods to the Company or cause the Company to handle or deal with any such goods otherwise than under special arrangements previously made in writing, he shall be liable for all loss or damage whatsoever caused by or to or in connection with the goods however arising and shall indemnify the Company against all penalties, claims, damages, costs and expenses whatsoever arising in connection therewith and the goods may be destroyed or otherwise dealt with at the sole discretion of the Company or any other person in whose  custody they may be at the relevant time.  If such goods are accepted under arrangement previously made in writing, they may nevertheless be so destroyed or otherwise dealt with on account of risk to other goods, property, life or health.  The expression "goods likely to cause damage" includes goods likely to harbour or encourage vermin or other pests.

11.  Except under special arrangements previously made in writing the company will not accept or deal with bullion, coins, precious stones, jewellery, valuables, antique use, pictures, livestock or plants.  Should the Customer nevertheless deliver any such goods to the Company or cause the Company to handle or deal with any such goods otherwise than under special arrangements previously made in writing the Company shall be under no liability whatsoever for or in connection with the goods however caused.

CONDITIONS
12.  In addition to and without prejudice to the foregoing Conditions the Customer undertakes that he shall in any event indemnify the Company against all liabilities whatsoever suffered or incurred by the Company arising directly or indirectly from or in connection with the Customer's instructions or their implementation or the goods, and in particular the Customer shall indemnify the Company in respect of any liability whatsoever it may be under to any servant, agent or sub-contractor or any haulier,  carrier, warehouseman, or other person whatsoever at any time involved without he goods arising out of any claim made directly or indirectly against any such party by the Customer or by any sender, consignee or owner of the goods or by any person interested in the goods or by any other person whatsoever.

13.  Perishable goods which are not taken up immediately upon arrival or which are insufficiently addressed or marked or otherwise not readily identifiable may be sold or otherwise disposed of without any notice to the Customer and payment or tender of the net proceeds of sale after deduction of charges and expenses shall be equivalent to delivery.  All charges and expenses arising in connection with the sale or disposal of the goods shall be paid by the Customer.

14.  The Company shall be entitled to sell or dispose of all non-perishable goods which in the opinion of the company cannot be delivered either because they are insufficiently or incorrectly addressed or because they are not collected or accepted by the Consignee or any other reason, upon giving 21 days notice in writing to the Customer.  All charges and expenses arising in connection with the sale or disposal of the goods shall be paid by the Customer.

15.  The Company shall not be liable for death or personal injury howsoever caused.

16.  The Company shall not be liable for any loss or damage to goods or for any non-delivery or misdelivery howsoever caused whether or not the same shall be due to any fundamental term on the part of the Company unless the same shall be due to the wilful neglect.

17.  The Company shall in no case be liable for loss of market or consequential loss.

18.  The Company shall not be liable for any loss, or damage to, any package or consignment or goods therein contained or in respect of non-delivery or non-collection or any delay in delivery or collection of any package or consignment or goods therein contained arising in any circumstances whatever if any of the above caused by:

(i)      The fault of the Client;

(ii)     The condition of any package or consignment or any goods therein           

          contained.

(iii)    Any loading, unloading or handling by the Client;

(iv)    Circumstances which are outside the control of the Company, including, but not by way of limitation, customs clearance whether in this country or not, staff shortages, unforeseeable breakdown of the Company's services, Act of God, any consequences of war, invation, act of foreign enemy, hostilities (whether war is declared or not), civil war, rebellion, insurrection, military or usurped power or confiscation, requisition, destruction of or damage to property by or under the order of any government or public or local authority;

(v)     Riots, civil commotion, lockouts, general or partial stoppage or restraint of labour    

from

(vi)     Insufficient or improper packing, labelling or addressing:

(vii)    Seizure under legal process;

(viii)   Consignee not taking or accepting delivery within a reasonable period of time;

(ix)    Fraud on the part of the Client or any person to whom any delivery as aforesaid is made 19.  In the event of any loss or damage to any package or consignment or goods therein contained being sustained by the Client or in respect of non-delivery or non-collection or wrong delivery or wrong collection or any delay in delivery or collection of any package or consignment or goods therein contained arising in any circumstances whatsoever, not caused by any matter set out in Condition 18 (i) to (ix) inclusive hereof, any liability of the Company shall be limited to a maximum of £1500 per consignment in respect of any such event as aforesaid.

20.  All agreements between the Company and its Customers  shall be governed by English law and be within the exclusive jurisdiction of the English Courts.

21  Settlement of all accounts rendered shall be due within 30 days of the sending of the account.  Failing payment within such period, the Company may charge for the time being in  force, per annum.
